Report for ANTAS meeting 24 April 2004
It has been a very busy year for the Society, particularly in the area of Planning. The Society objected to applications for developments in the area near the river which were eventually approved, despite strong local opposition. However, applications were refused for other proposals to which the Society had objected. It is often difficult to arrive at a balanced view on planning issues. However, in the next few months, the Society  expects to make an active contribution to the Parish Plan for Taplow which hopefully will improve the development of Planning policy for the area and its subsequent application.

The major on going planning issue is the National Trust’s proposal for a development of 191 dwellings on the Canadian Red Cross Hospital site. The Society has played an active role in the Cliveden ‘’no’’Campaign which is opposing the development. The two applications relating to the development are due to be considered by the South Bucks Planning Committee in early May. Opposing bodies are pressing for the case to be called in. The Society has very much appreciated the support of other bodies, including ANTAS, the Chiltern Society, the Dropmore Society and the CPRE 

The Society organised another very successful Village Green Party, held in June which was attended by over 500 people, raising over £200 for the Society’s funds and over £1,000 in the raffle for the Thames Valley Adventure Playground. It looks forward to an equally successful event this  year on 19 June.

Fred Russell produced another two excellent issues of the Newsletter, assisted by Andrew Findlay. The next issue is imminent. It is hoped to develop  a website for the Society in the forthcoming year.
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
